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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 4: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Favourite animal fact file
Write a fact file about your favourite animal!
Make sure you have a go at using features you have been learning about in your non-chronological reports at school!
Multiplication practice
Ask somebody at home to challenge you by asking you to draw ____ groups of _____. 
Draw the groups and then try to write a story to match the multiplication!
Plant growth investigation
Plant your own seeds or bulbs at home, and complete a diary to check in on them as they grow, remembering to think about the things a plant needs to grow and be healthy!
Easter fun
Make some hot cross buns or an Easter card for somebody at home. 
Tell them why Easter is special to Christians!
Habitat hunt
Go out for a walk and try to explore a habitat (e.g. woodland). Draw a picture and label the plants, animals and features you see e.g. damp, woodlice etc.  
Get building
See if you can use simple materials at home to construct your own sturdy beach hut with your family, remembering some of the features we have learnt about!

Coastlines – Part 2
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T4) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on spellings, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our phonics to make sure we are fully confident in them to support what we know about our phonics in our spellings too. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘Octopus Shocktopus’ to develop our story writing skills from the previous term, revisiting how effectively we can use expanded noun phrases in our writing and using more interesting vocabulary to bring our descriptions to life. We will also be using the same text to inspire us to write a non-chronological report about a house octopus. 
Maths: We will be continuing our multiplication and division unit, using the multiplication symbol and arrays to describe multiplication pictures. We will then divide by grouping and sharing, before focusing on dividing by 2, 5 and 10. This will lead into learning the 2x, 5x and 10x tables. We will then move onto measuring lengths and height, starting with using rulers and metre sticks accurately.
Science: This term we will be thinking about plants and their growth from seeds and bulbs into mature plants. We will be observing changes in growth first hand as well as recording changes over time and identifying what plants need to grow and stay healthy.
Geography: Our learning about the coast will span over terms 1 and 2, allowing us to learn in more detail. This term we will be introduced to the coastline, and its main geographical and human features.

PE: On Tuesdays, we will be starting our gymnastics unit, focusing on pathways and the way we connect our moves. On Wednesdays, we will be on the field starting our games for understanding unit, focusing on attacking and defending skills. Our PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt and shorts or jogging bottoms in black or navy. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
PSHE: We will be focusing this term on rights and respect. This will include thinking about how we get on with others, how we can control our feelings and thinking about how to be sensible with money and protect the environment.
Music: We will be continuing our violin lessons provided by the Gloucestershire Music Association by the wonderful Mr Davis for the next 6 weeks. Towards the end of the term, you will have the opportunity to come in and watch their violin performance in the hall. I will confirm a date closer to the time.
Computing: We will be learning how to create spreadsheets and perform simple tasks on a computer, like sending emails.

Art & DT: We will be learning how to cut, stitch and join this term. We will be learning about the designer Cath Kidston, observe how everyday materials are made out of fabric and then designing and creating our own bag tags.
