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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 5: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Life goals timeline!
Make a timeline about your life showing different milestones in different months of each year e.g. when you learnt to ride a bike, when you read your first book etc. label each milestone with the date and year.
Fact file
Make a fact file about a British monarch from history and bring it in to share with us!
Instructions
Have a go at writing some instructions for someone to make or someone to do e.g. how to make your favourite cake/dinner or how to do a handstand properly.
Portrait
Sketch a portrait of someone important to you. 
This could be a family member, idol or friend.
Get exploring!
Explore a microhabitat near you, or explore further afield to find one. Write a food chain to show the transfer of energy within your chosen microhabitat.  
Fraction fun!
Look for/create fractions in everyday life… can you half the amount of sweets you have with a sibling? Could you cut your cake into quarters or halves?

Magnificent Monarchs – Part 1
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T5) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on spellings, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our phonics to make sure we are fully confident in them to support what we know about our phonics in our spellings too. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘Queen Victoria’s Bathing Machine’ to develop our story writing skills by having a go at rewriting a part of the story in the first-person from Queen Victoria’s point of view. We will also be using the same text to inspire us to write some instructions on how a bathing machine works, making sure we use those imperative (bossy) verbs. 
Maths: We will be starting our fractions unit, where we will be introduced to parts and wholes, find equal and unequal parts, as well as recognising and finding halves and quarters. We will also be recognising and finding a third and three quarters, along with looking at unit and non-unit fractions. We will also be exploring the equivalence of a half and two quarters. We will then move onto time, focusing on times up to 5 minutes. We will be finishing the term by recapping our 4 operations to secure our confidence in calculations using all of these.
History: We will be starting our unit on ‘Magnificent Monarchs’ learning about what it means to rule, and investigating royal residences. We will also be creating timelines of monarchs in British history.
PE: On Tuesday afternoons the children will be going swimming. On Friday afternoons we will be on the field/playground starting our first jumping unit, focusing on effective ways to jump and hop around spaces. PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt, and as it gets colder, we suggest navy or black jogging bottoms and black or navy hoodies or jackets to keep warm when we are on the field. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
PSHE: We will be focusing this term on being our best! This will include thinking about how we can encourage ourselves and others when learning something new, how to keep ourselves clean and healthy as well as thinking about the different functions of our body. We will also be covering basic first aid.
Music: This term we will be exploring the genre of Reggae. This will include learning an original song as well as exploring other well-known Reggae tracks.  .
