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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 6: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Make a quiz about a British monarch from history and bring it in to share with us!
Ask the people in your house a question with 3 possible answers. Then record their answers on a pictogram e.g. What is your favourite ice-cream? Chocolate, strawberry or vanilla.
Write some sentences including the apostrophes of possession about people / things in your home!
Practise your sewing skills at home! 
Write an alternate ending to one of your favourite stories at home!
Create a thank you card for a friend in Year 2 who has been really supportive this year!

Magnificent Monarchs – Part 2
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T6) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on spellings, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our phonics to make sure we are fully confident in them to support what we know about our phonics in our spellings too. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘The Night Pirates’, where we will be exploring the text and preparing to write an alternate ending of the story. We will then be using the same text to help us write a report about the pesky pirates from the story.
Maths: We will be completing our statistics unit which includes reading / creating pictograms and tally charts. We will also be completing our position and direction unit, before recapping different aspects of Maths we have learnt this year.
Science: This term we will be finishing our learning of animal survival. We will be observing life cycles, exploring seasonal changes and bringing our learning altogether to complete an investigation about building a bug hotel.
History: We will be concluding our unit on ‘Magnificent Monarchs’ learning about specific monarchs and creating a board game about different monarchs and their residences! 
PE: On Monday mornings we will be on the field/playground learning some different cricket skills from one of the coaches from Cam Cricket Club. On Tuesday afternoons we will be continuing our swimming sessions for another few weeks. PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt, and as it gets colder, we suggest navy or black jogging bottoms and black or navy hoodies or jackets to keep warm when we are on the field. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
PSHE: We will be focusing this term on being our best! This will include thinking about how we can encourage ourselves and others when learning something new, how to keep ourselves clean and healthy as well as thinking about the different functions of our body. We will also be covering basic first aid.
Music: This term we will be exploring songs about friendship, including original songs and songs we already know. This will include, listening to and appraising songs as well as performing them.
Art & DT: In art we will be focusing on portraits, inspired by our learning about monarchs. We will be analysing portraits of Tudor monarchs, and comparing Tudor portraits with selfies of today! We will also be completing our push and pull unit focusing on different mechanisms which will conclude with us making our own moving greeting card!
