	Circulatory Systems: This project teaches children about the transport role of the human circulatory system, its main parts and primary functions. They learn about healthy lifestyle choices and the effects of harmful substances on the body.
	Light Theory: This project teaches children about the way that light behaves, travelling in straight lines from a source or reflector, into the eye. They explore how we see light and colours, and phenomena associated with light, including shadows, reflections and refraction

	History
	Maafa: This project teaches children about Africa past and present and the development of the slave trade. It also explores Britain’s role in the transatlantic slave trade, the causes and consequences of the European colonisation of Africa and the worldwide communities that make up the African diaspora.

	Geography
	Maafa: The children will explore countries, land use, natural resources, location, settlements, population, climate and physical features of Africa.

	PE (wear PE kit to school)

	Leadership: Investigate what makes an effective leader. By unpicking the ‘STEP’ principles, pupils will be able to apply their developing understanding as they lead others. 
Pupils will be able to identify the different attributes that make an effective leader. Thursday afternoons.
Netball: Investigate attack and defence. They will consistently apply a range of effective passes, in order to keep possession and score. Pupils will in turn apply pressure when defending to regain possession quickly. Monday afternoon.

	Tints, Tones & Shades
This project teaches children about colour theory by studying the colour wheel and exploring mixing tints, shades and tones. They learn about significant landscape artworks and features of landscapes before using this knowledge to create landscape paintings.
	Trailblazers
This project teaches children about significant black artists and their work, and provides opportunities to analyse and create artwork inspired by them.



Our class texts will be Henry’s Freedom Box, and Cog Heart. 
PE will take place on Monday and Thursday afternoons. Children need to come to school in PE kit appropriate for the weather conditions. 
Children do not need to bring their own pencil case to school. They will be provided with everything they need. If they would like to bring their own blue or black pen, then this can be kept at school.
In Year 6, we try to promote independence so that the children’s transition from primary to secondary school is as easy as possible. With this in mind, we assume that children are allowed to walk home by themselves after school. If this is not the case, then please let us know.
Homework will be given out on Friday and will usually be due in on the following Friday. It will consist of spelling practise and Mangahigh challenges. We expect the children in Year 6 to read daily and to keep a record of this in their learning diary.
