Literacy: Instructions writing linked to DT, Stone Age Boy Innovative story writing, Cinquain poems.
Numeracy: Place Value, Adding and Subtracting.
Arithmetic: Number Bonds to 10 & 20, Subitising, Timestables.
Science: Living things, Human and Animal Diets, Bones, Joints, Muscles and Skeletal Types
History: Stone Age (Everyday Life, Tools, Monuments, Cheddar Man), Bronze Age (Everyday Life, Beaker Folks, Metal Working, Amesbury), Iron Age (Farming Boom, Hillforts & Homes, Celtic Warriors)
PE: Gymnastics on Mondays, Netball on Wednesdays. Please provide microporous tape to be worn on earrings if they cannot be taken out.
D&T: Cooking (Ratatouille making), Pottery (Bell Beaker Style Pot)
PSHE: Rules and responsibilities, Health & Wellbeing
French: French in the daily routine, basic conversations, numbers, days of the week and months
RE: What might Christians learn from the Old Testament about how to live?
Music: Let your Spirit Fly (RnB focus)- begin to recognise styles, find the pulse, recognise instruments.  Singing assemblies.


	Home Learning
Reading:

It is essential for the children to read at home for at least 10 minutes daily. If your child is reluctant to read at home, please speak to one of us. For those who have become fluent readers, overleaf are question types to discuss understanding with your child. It’s all about sharing the love for stories. 

Maths: 

It is important for the children to become secure in certain arithmetic skills so that new maths concepts are easier to understand and approached with more confidence. Below are the skills we’ll be focussing on this term: 

- Number bonds to 10 (1+9, 2+8, 3+7 etc) and 20
- Subitising (recognising an amount without having to count such as 4 fingers up) 
- Timestables: x2, x5, x10 and the division facts linked to these.

Please try and spend some time practising these skills whenever you have a minute or two. There are also activities on Manga High for the children to access independently (login details will be stuck in reading record books).
