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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 1: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Place value dice game

Roll two dice (or one dice twice) to create a 2-digit number. Write the number down to create the largest 2-digit number you can. See who can create more larger numbers than the other with someone at home!
Research someone inspiring
Make a poster all about someone who inspires you. For example, it could be an inspiring sportsperson or scientist. Write what makes them so inspiring and some interesting facts about them!
Mix it up!
Use colouring pencils or crayons to experiment mixing colours. Write down which colours you mixed and what colour it made. E.g., red and blue make purple.
Phonics practice

Choose a grapheme we have learnt in class and try and write at least 3 words using that grapheme!

An extra challenge is to use those words in a sentence.
Adjective and verb hunt
The next time you read to someone at home, try and identify any adjectives and verbs! Remember, adjectives describe people, places and objects; verbs describe what someone or something is doing.
Kind gesture
Make your friend something nice to show them that you care. You could make them a card, draw them a picture or make them something special!

We will start the term by welcoming the children back to school after the summer break where routines will be re-introduced and focus on the transition into Year 2 before we really get stuck into the exciting topics we get to learn about this term.

Below is an outline of what we will be covering this term, with the main focus topic being ‘Movers and Shakers’, where we will be learning about significant people who have made great changes in history (not fantastic dancers as the topic title suggests!)
Phonics are taught and practised daily with a view to using them correctly in our work.

As you have already seen, I have created a homework menu with some tasks related to what we will be learning about this term. Ideally, it would be great to most of these activities being completed, but if you can manage 1-2 of these, that’d be just fine. However, the children must read every day for at least 10 minutes. Please send your child with their reading record every day. We will be changing their books every Tuesday and Friday (same day as their PE days!).

Movers and Shakers
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T1) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on phonics, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our Phase 4 and Phase 5 sounds to make sure we are fully confident in them. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘Greta and the Giants’ to help us remember the basics of writing, understand the structure of a story and some of the features of stories which help bring the story to life, such as adjectives. This will eventually help us write our own versions of this story with a different focus. We will also be using the same text to inspire us to write a letter to the giants in the story, with a hope to persuade them to change their ways to stop destroying the forests for animals and plants. 
Maths: We will be starting our unit on number and place value, focusing on numbers up to 100. We will be recognising tens and ones and using that knowledge to partition them, as well as learning how to write numbers both as numerals and in words. We will also be comparing and ordering numbers to 100. Towards the end of term, we will begin learning how to add and subtract numbers to 100.
PE: On Tuesday afternoons, we will be taking part in our swimming sessions. Please ensure that your child has the appropriate swimming kit sent in with them every Tuesday. On Friday afternoons, we will be on the field starting our hand skills unit. Our PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt and shorts or jogging bottoms in black or navy. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
History: We will be starting our unit on ‘Movers and Shakers’ learning about significant people who have made great changes in history, focusing on explorers and activists such as Emmeline Pankhurst. 
Art: In Art, we will be studying the colour wheel and learning about basic colour mixing. We will be exploring primary and secondary colours and how artists use colour in their artwork. 
D&T: In D&T, we will be learning about sources of food and tools used for food preparation. We will also discover why some foods are cooked and learn to read a simple recipe, where we will eventually choose and make a new school meal that fulfils specific design criteria.
PSHE: We will be following the new My Happy Minds scheme, where the focus will be on learning how our brain works and the topic of ‘places’
Music: This term we will following our Charanga unit called ‘Hands, Feet, Heart’ which celebrates South African music. We will also be listening to and appraising a variety of different styles of South African Music.
