What I know and can explain 

A sketch or drawing of a place or space is called a landscape 

The primary colours are red, yellow and blue 

Secondary colours are made by mixing primary colours 

The secondary colours are purple, green and orange 

James Rizzi was a significant American artist and illustrator

Useful Vocabulary 

 

3-D effect - When objects stand out from a flat surface 

Artwork - An object made by an artist, such as a drawing, painting or sculpture 

Composition - How things or people are arranged in a piece of artwork 

Pop Art - A modern type of art that is usually colourful and features ordinary people, 

buildings or objects  

Subject - The person, place or thing that is the main focus of a piece of artwork.  

Thumbnail sketch - A quick drawing that is usually very small.
