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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 2: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Shape hunting

While out with your family, go on a 2D and 3D shape hunt!

What objects can you find?

For example, a water bottle is a cylinder!
Research someone inspiring
Make a poster all about someone who inspires you. For example, it could be an inspiring sportsperson or scientist. Write what makes them so inspiring and some interesting facts about them!
Sentence writing practice

You’ve shown in class just how good you are at spotting coordinating conjunctions (and, or) in sentences, it’s now time to show off how you use them in a sentence!
Habitat exploration

Go out for a walk and try to explore a habitat (e.g. woodland). Draw a picture and label the plants, animals and features you see! (e.g. damp, woodlice etc.)
Phonics practice

Choose a grapheme we have learnt in class and try and write at least 3 words using that grapheme!

An extra challenge is to use those words in a sentence.
Act of kindness
Complete a random act of kindness. 
Remember, a smile a day can make somebody’s day!

Movers and Shakers
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T2) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on phonics, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our Phase 5 sounds to make sure we are fully confident in them, as well as apply what we know about our phonics in our spellings too. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘Meerkat Mail’ to develop our story writing skills from the previous term, looking more into the effective use of adjectives, verbs and adverbs and learning how to plan and edit our stories effectively to make sure our writing is the best it can be. We will also be using the same text to inspire us to write a postcard using the correct features.
Maths: We will be continuing our addition and subtraction unit, learning how to add and subtract two or more 2-digit numbers using different methods, such as the column method. We will then move onto our shape unit, where we will learn about different properties of different 2D and 3D shapes.
Science: This term we will be learning about habitats, including identifying plants and animals within a habitat and thinking about how they are suited to it. We will also be classifying living and non-living things, creating food chains and using our reporting and concluding skills.
PE: On Tuesday afternoons, we will be in the hall starting our gymnastics unit about linking. On Friday afternoons, we will be on the field starting our second hand skills unit. Our PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt and shorts or jogging bottoms in black or navy. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
History: We will be starting our unit on ‘Movers and Shakers’ learning about significant people who have made great changes in history, focusing on explorers and activists such as Emmeline Pankhurst. 
Art and D&T: In Art this term we will be thinking about colour and still life. We will be visiting our own ‘art gallery’ commenting on still life and noticing themes. We will notice similarities and differences between still life paintings, mix varieties of colours and sketch and paint our own still life art. We will also be focusing on how to mix colours successfully using both powder and ready-mixed paints.
PSHE: We will be focusing this term on valuing differences. We will be looking at types of bullying in more detail, as well as what makes us who we are, who our special people are and how we can show kindness to one another.
Music: We will be focusing this term on developing our recorder skills, following the ‘Blown Away Recorder Book’ starting by learning the notes A and B, and using our knowledge of crotchets, minims and quavers to play simple pieces.
