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Choose two tasks per term to complete and bring into school to share with us.  Don’t forget to colour in a square on the homework chart and put up those star points!
1.  Create your own space themed top trumps cards.’
2. You’re going on a space ship and can take 10 things with you.  What will you take?  Draw a suitcase and write or draw your items in there.  You can take 10 gifts for an alien friend – draw these in a gift box.
3. Make an acrostic poem for one of the planets or a space song ready to sing to us eg
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This can rhyme, be serious or funny.
4.  Make a 3-D rocket together with a parachute for re-entry.
5. Make a space-mobile solar system
6. Make a space-inspired baking creation – can you be star baker? These can be star, rocket or planet shaped with space rocks such as popping candy!  Write the recipe down.
7. Research a famous astronaut and create an exciting space poster about them – Neil Armstrong or Tim Peak are good ones!
8. Write a set of instructions of how to go to the moon
9. Write a sky at night journal for a week.  Write about everything you can see in the sky and a picture of the moon every night.  Does it change?
10. Prepare a lesson to teach the class about an aspect of space you enjoy – be ready to teach it!
11. Design an alien.
12. Create a timeline to show the history of space travel.
13. Learn a space poem ready to tell the class.
