	What we will be learning this term:

Literacy: The Secret of Black Rock innovative story writing, non-chronological report about volcanoes, haiku and tanka poems.
Numeracy: Multiplication and division, fractions, length & perimeter, mass and capacity
Arithmetic: Adding and subtracting, number bonds to 10,20,100, subitising, timestables.
Science: Rocks, fossils & soils. Forces & magnets.
Geography: Maps, four-figure grid references, points of the compass, layers of the earth, tectonic plates, earthquakes.
PE: Dance then swimming from week 3 on Tuesdays, hockey then tennis on Thursdays. Please provide microporous tape to be worn on earrings if they cannot be taken out.
Art & DT: Contrast & complement, People & places, Movements.
PSHE: Online safety, Mental wellbeing, Zones of regulation.
French: Classroom French, animals, the French speaking world.
RE: What is it like to be a Humanist in the UK today?
Computing: Touch Typing, Emails.
Music: Three Little Birds, The Dragon Song, Bringing Us Together + Yr3/4 performance (date for your diary: 17/3/2026, there will be a morning show and an afternoon show, all within school hours)


	Home Learning
Reading:

Please make sure your child reads with the support of an adult for at least 10 minutes daily. If you need support implementing reading at home, please let me know. We can work together to make sure your child is enthusiastic to read with you. 
Maths: 

It is important for the children to become secure in certain arithmetic skills so that new maths concepts are easier to understand and approached with more confidence. Below are the skills we’ll be focussing on this term: 

- Number bonds to 10 (1+9, 2+8, 3+7 etc), 20 and 100. 
- Counting in 2s and 10s from any given number forward and backwards.

- Subitising (recognising an amount without having to count such as 4 fingers up) 
- Timestables: x2, x5, x10, x3, x4, x8 and the division facts linked to these.

Please try and spend some time practising these skills whenever you have a minute or two. There are also activities on Manga High for the children to access independently (login details will be stuck in reading record books).
