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Please could you:
· Read for 10 minutes every day. Books and records to be handed in every day. Books are checked every day and changed flexibly. Please read books through at least twice, this helps to support fluency and comprehension. As an extra challenge, you could either rewrite the ending of a story to create a different ending, or you could write a book review about what you have read. 
· Home learning for Term 3: These tasks are linked to our learning. It would be great if each child could complete some of these tasks or please feel free to think of your own ideas linked to the topic!
Life goals timeline!
Make a timeline about your life showing different milestones in different months of each year e.g. when you learnt to ride a bike, when you read your first book etc. label each milestone with the date and year.
Shopping budgets
When shopping with your family, see if you can be responsible for part of the budget e.g. the fruit/ vegetables. Write down the prices of the things you are buying as you go along, and before you get to the till see if you can count out enough money to pay for your items.
Fact file
Make a fact file about a British monarch from history and bring it in to share with us!
Portrait
Sketch a portrait of someone important to you. 

This could be a family member, idol or friend.

Happy New Year! I hope you have all had a fantastic Christmas and that you were able to have a break of some sort.

Just a couple of messages and reminders:
Toys/pens – Unless there has been an agreement with a member of the Year 2 team, please do not allow your child to bring toys to school. We’ve had a high increase of toys and pens being brought into class and it has had a major impact on children’s learning, so please make sure that toys are kept at home (it also prevents the heartbreak of losing it!)

Below is an outline of what we will be covering this term, where we will be starting our new topic of ‘Magnificent Monarchs’.
Phonics will continue to be taught and practised daily with a view to using them correctly in our work. However, our whole class Phonics sessions will be coming to an end and we will be moving onto Spellings instead. We will be continuing small group Phonics sessions for those children who need that extra help still!
As you have already seen, I have created a new homework menu with some tasks related to what we will be learning about this term. Ideally, it would be great to most of these activities being completed, but if you can manage 1-2 of these, that’d be just fine. However, the children must read every day for at least 10 minutes.

Magnificent Monarchs – Part 1
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Below is a brief outline of the work we will be covering this term (T3) within our topic:
English: We will be focusing this term on phonics, with lots of opportunities to revisit and practise our Phase 5 sounds to make sure we are fully confident in them, as well as apply what we know about our phonics in our spellings too. In our writing sessions, we will be focusing on the text ‘The Queen Next Door’ to develop our story writing skills from the previous term, looking more into the effective use of adjectives, verbs and adverbs and learning how to plan and edit our stories effectively to make sure our writing is the best it can be. We will also be using the same text to inspire us to write a set of instructions too. 
There is a big focus on handwriting across the school, so we will be revisiting how we hold pencils, how we sit before we move into letter and number formation. As the year continues, we will be beginning to learn how to join our writing.
Maths: We will be moving onto our money unit which includes recognising and making different amounts and calculating change. We will be finishing the term by starting our multiplication and division unit starting by making equal groups, arrays and beginning to use the multiplication symbol.
Science: This term we will be learning about growth in animals by exploring the life cycles of some familiar animals. We will be building on their learning about the basic needs for survival, including food, water, air and shelter.
History: In History, we will be learning about the English and British monarchy from AD 871 to the present day. Using timelines, information about royal palaces, portraits and other historical sources, they build up an understanding of the monarchs and then research six of the most significant sovereigns.
PE: On Tuesday afternoons, we will be in the hall starting our unit about dodging, where we will be thinking about the different ways we dodge and why we might dodge before implementing these skills in games of dodgeball. On Friday afternoons, we will be on the field starting our first unit using our feet to show ball control. Our PE kit consists of your child’s coloured house t-shirt and shorts or jogging bottoms in black or navy. As a reminder, earrings should be studs only and if worn on P.E. days must be removed by the child and covered with mircopore tape provided from home prior to P.E sessions. 
Art and D&T: In Art this term we will be focusing on still life, learning about the work of still life artists and still life techniques. We will explore a variety of still life images and learn about the use of colour and composition before creating our own still life pictures. In DT, we will be completing our cut, stitch and join unit, where children will learn about fabric home products and the significant British brand Cath Kidston. We will learn sewing patterns and use a running stitch and embellishments before making a sewn bag tag.

PSHE: We will be focusing on our My Happy Minds units of Appreciate, Keeping safe and Media literacy and digital resilience.
